Please read all instructions before installation and leave this document  
with the end user for future reference as it contains important warranty information
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This product must be installed in compliance with Water Bylaw Regulations. You may need to 
fit a flow limiter to meet local requirements, see table below for tap performance.

Hot and cold water supply pressures should be balanced, isolating and non-return valves 
should be fitted.

If you are unsure, please obtain the advice of a professional plumber before attempting any work.

Minimum working pressure 0.2 bar.

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Installation

 Fit flow limiters (not supplied)  
if required.

 Feed the flexible hoses (C) through 
the hole in the mounting surface.

 Place the tap onto the mounting 
surface with the seat ring (B) under 
the base of the tap.

 Feed the washers and nut onto  
the stud in the order shown below, 
and then tighten the nut.

 Connect the flexible hoses to the 
water supply. The markings on the 
side of the tap at the base indicate 
which hose is which.  
Using isolator valves (not supplied)  
is recommended.

Commissioning
Open isolating valves and check for leaks. 
Turn tap head to cold and lift to turn on.
Allow a few minutes of cold running and then repeat for the hot water. 
Turn off and check for further leaks. 

Cleaning and Care
Clean using warm, soapy water only. 
Do not use scourers or abrasive cleaners which may affect the surface finish. 
Never use corrosive acidic or alkaline cleaning materials on fittings or surfaces.
Always flush cleaning materials away with copious amounts of water and wipe down to dry.
